- Gospel Acclamation, Fifth Sunday of Lent 

 

Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
 

March 13 marks the third anniversary of the election of Pope Francis. From the very first days  

of his papacy, it was clear that things were different. The humility of this relatively unknown 

man from Argentina was immediately evident. He decided that he would not live in the Papal 

apartments, after he was elected he took the bus with the other cardinals back to his lodgings and 

then paid his own bill. He has caught the attention of the whole world and created unprecedented media 

attention, and the ironic thing is that he really doesn’t want the attention to be on himself.  In fact, he recently  

said that the tendency to paint him as some kind of superman is offensive. 
 

Pope Francis in the Joy of the Gospel gives a unique insight into what he sees as the priorities for the Church 

in this present age. At the very outset he states clearly:  
 

“I invite all Christians, everywhere, at this very moment, to a renewed personal encounter with Jesus 

Christ, or at least an openness to letting him encounter them; I ask all of you to do this unfailingly each 

day … those who enjoy life most are those who leave security on the shore and become excited by the 

mission of communicating life to others”. 
 

As we continue our journey towards Easter, let’s give thanks for the gift of Pope Francis and let us daily  

renew our encounter with Christ.
